The West Union Soccer program will continue to be part of the Northeast Iowa Soccer League. This is a Level 3 Recreational Soccer 

League. This is a formal league that follows the Iowa Soccer Association guidelines.  

Spring 2015 Season Dates: 

Practice Days: Thursdays at 5:15pm – 6:15pm and 6:15pm – 7:15pm at the Rec Center soccer field. The practices will run from March 

26th through May 14th. 

Game Days: April 11th through May 23rd.  

We will do our best to place all interested in children in the program.  However, if there are not enough children to make a team 

at a specific age level,  we may need to return funds. 

Classification: Teams will be formed depending on age and gender. We are opening the program for U-8, U-10 and U-12 categories. 

The classification goes as follow: 

U-8 (Under 8): Children that prior to August 1
st

, 2014 are 6 or 7 years old.  

U-10 (Under 10): Children that prior to August 1
st

, 2014 are 8 or 9 years old. 

U-12 (Under 12): Children that prior to August 1
st

, 2014 are 10 or 11 years old.  

If there are enough girls to form a team, the team will be entering the girls’ league otherwise they will play on a coed team. 

Rosters: 

Maximum roster size for U-8 team is 8 players. (Games are 4 versus 4 – no goalkeepers) 

Maximum roster size for U-10 team is 10 players. (Games are 6 versus 6 – goalkeepers are used but no offside rule) 

Maximum roster size for U-12 team is 14 players. (Games are 8 versus 8 – goalkeepers are used and offside rule is called) 

Uniforms: 

The registration fee will cover a new soccer jersey and socks. You can opt out to get a new jersey and socks if your child can wear the 

same uniform from the last season.  

Children will also have to wear blue navy shorts, shin guards and shoes or soccer cleats for games. None of these are included in the 

registration fee. This equipment is required during games. 

For practice, children can wear any color of shorts or sweatpants (no jeans), t-shirt, shin guards and shoes or soccer cleats. 

Number of games: We are guaranteed to play six games during the season in the Northeast Iowa Soccer League.  

Cost:  All fees are required unless otherwise indicated:

CANCELLATION POLICY 

Weather: 

If weather threatens the safety of the children, we will cancel practice. You will be notified through the school, email and/or our 

Facebook group. Soccer is played in the rain, snow, hot or cold temperatures. Games are cancel only on extreme situations like flood 

or lighting. 

Illness: 

There might be a time when a parent coach can’t make it due to illness. If we are unable to fill his coaching spot for that practice 

day, we will try to reschedule practice. You will be notified through the school, email and our Facebook group.
